*But when the proper time had fully
come, God sent His Son, born of a
woman, born subject to [the regula-
tions of] the Law,

Good News Victory to Victory!
God has a special word just for
you!

Now is the beginning of the fullness
of time for Victory to Victory. This
is the word for 2010. We are sons
of God. We are joint heirs with
Jesus. God has placed in you a
seed, and he wants his harvest. God
wants you to be clear about the
ministry of reconciliation.

2 Corinthians 5:17-20 (Amplified
Bible)

Therefore if any person is [in
grafted] in Christ (the Messiah) he
is a new creation (a new creature
altogether); the old [previous moral
and spiritual condition] has passed
away. Behold the fresh and new has
come!

8But all things are from God,

Who through Jesus Christ recon-
ciled us to Himself [received us into
favor, brought us into harmony with
Himself] and gave to us the ministry
of reconciliation [that by word and
deed we might aim to bring others
into harmony with Him].

“It was God [personally present]

in Christ, reconciling and re-
storing the world to favor with
Himself, not counting up and
holding against [men] their
trespasses [but cancelling
them/, and committing to us the
message of reconciliation (of
the restoration to favor).

2’So we are Christ's ambas-
sadors, God making His appeal
as it were through us. We [as
Christ's personal representa-
tives| beg you for His sake to
lay hold of the divine favor
[now offered you] and be rec-
onciled to God.
KNOW THIS SAINTS, every per-
son at Victory to Victory
church is truly blessed!!
We are blessed, because each
of you has a ministry. Your
ministry is the ministry of rec-
onciliation.
You don’t have to be on a pul-
pit to be a minister. You have a
testimony, and that is what
people are looking for. They

want to know what God has
done in your life.

Luke 11:29-30 (Amplified
Bible)

PNow as the crowds were
[increasingly] thronging Him,
He began to say, This present
generation is a wicked one; it
seeks and demands a sign
(miracle), but no sign shall be
given to it except the sign of
Jonah [the prophet].

Jonah is the story of a prophet
who is called by God to preach
repentance to Nineveh, the
capital city of Israel's arch en-
emy Assyria. The Assyrians
had destroyed and brutalized
wherever they had gone during
Jonah's era, the eighth century
BC. And now God commands
Jonah to preach to his enemies.
But instead of going east to-
wards Nineveh, Jonah pays for
passage on a boat bound west
to Tarshish, about as far as you
can travel away from Nineveh.
But God causes a great storm,
Jonah admits his guilt and is
thrown overboard and swal-
lowed by a big fish. He is in the
fish's belly for three days and is
then vomited up on the shore.
God won't take no for an an-
swer. So Jonah goes to Nine-
veh, and even though he was
still bitter, out of obedience he

preaches.

God wants you to be clear that you have
been given the Ministry of Reconciliation.
You are called to preach the word of God
to your neighbors, family, and friends!

This most likely won’t be convenient. It
might even be uncomfortable. But God has
called you to be a witness of the gospel of
Jesus Christ.

Isaiah 61:1 (Amplified Bible)
Isaiah 61

ITHE SPIRIT of the Lord God is upon me,
because the Lord has anointed and quali-
fied me to preach the Gospel of good tid-
ings to the meek, the poor, and afflicted; He
has sent me to bind up and heal the broken-
hearted, to proclaim liberty to the [physical
and spiritual] captives and the opening of
the prison and of the eyes to those who are
bound, ®

When God save you, he anointed you and
qualified you. He didn’t do it overnight,
but he did it in his time. God doesn’t just
do things on impulse. He does it in the
fullness of his time.

Luke 11:31 (King James Version)

3 The queen of the south shall rise up in
the judgment with the men of this genera-
tion, and condemn them: for she came from

the utmost parts of the earth to hear the wisdom
of Solomon; and, behold, a greater than Solo-
mon is here.

This passage is talking about the Queen of
Sheba. She came from very far to hear the wis-
dom of Solomon.

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Persevering to the End By Evelyn J. Hagger

Hallelujah! Praise the Lord! We
made it. And we did it VICTORI-
OUSLY!

We pray as you continue your holi-
day season, you are blessed and over-
whelmed by the goodness of God each
and every day. Again, because of our
persistent faith and prayers, and keeping
the word of God as the final authority in
our lives, the God of the Breakthrough
has been able to break forth at our hand.
Praise God, He is faithful to the faithful
and has given us the victory, but don’t get
relaxed, complacent or begin to chill out
just yet for we still have a ways to go. It
is still CRUNCH TIME!

We are still talking about
‘Persevering to the End’. We have to
persevere in keeping good relationships;
persevere in our prayer life (the devil
does not want you to pray, so you have to
press your way through); persevere in
studying the word of God; persevere in
implementing the word we study. Our
entire life as Christians is all about ensur-
ing that we stay in the perfect will of God
for our lives and do what God has called
us to do. This means we must become a
people who will purpose in our heart to
go the distance. We cannot quit, cave in,
give up, or become distracted by the cares
of this world. As we begin 2010, let’s
cling to what Paul said in Hebrews 12:1-
2a “Therefore then, since we are sur-
rounded by so great a cloud of witnesses
[who have borne testimony to the Truth],
let us strip off and throw aside every en-
cumbrance (unnecessary weight) and that
sin which so readily (deftly and cleverly)
clings to and entangles us, and let us run
with patient endurance and steady and
active persistence the appointed course of
the race that is set before us. Looking
away [from all that will distract] to Jesus,
Who is the Leader and the Source of our
faith [giving the first incentive for our
belief] and is also its Finisher [bringing it
to maturity and perfection]. Just because
the going gets tough, know that anything
worth having is not going to be easy. It
will always be a press.

Now that I have laid the foundation
for persevering to the end, let’s continue
with our character in the word of God
who did just that. Nehemiah, the cup-
bearer to King Artaxerxes had #1) a great
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concern about the deplorable condition of
Jerusalem. Secondly, Nehemiah step up to
the plate and rose to the challenge. And
third, you must know that anytime God
assigns you a task to do, there will be con-
flict with the enemy.

Today, our message begins with Nehe-
miah’s opposition. “But it came to pass,
that when Sanballat, and Tobiah, and the
Arabians, and the Ammonites, and the Ash-
dodites, heard that the walls of Jerusalem
were made up, and that the breaches began
to be stopped, then they were very wroth,”
Nehemiah 4:7.  You see, believers, once
the Lord gives you an assignment, it is then

up to you to follow through on that assign-
ment until it is finished. It is at this time the
devil seizes this opportunity to hinder the
work or to cause it to cease permanently.
The one thing I have found out is that I have
to be more persistent than the devil. In
other words, you have to be more deter-
mined to fulfill the assignment than he is to
stop you from fulfilling the assignment.
Just like these harassing spirits in Nehe-
miah’s day, we still have the same spirits
today. The enemy is just using different
people. The enemy starts out at one level of
anger and then his anger escalates into vio-
lence. Realize that the enemy goes away for
a season. He did that to Jesus in the wilder-
ness. And then returns at what he calls, ‘an
opportune time’. The mere fact that you
will not give up, quit, or throw in the towel
incites the same type of determination in
him. But we win! And we win every time!
Next Nehemiah had to deal with
the conspiracy. “And conspired all of them
together to come and to fight against Jerusa-

lem, and to hinder it.” Nehemiah 4:8.
Mirriam Webster defines conspire in the
following manner: “to plot; contrive; to
join in a secret agreement to do an unlaw-
ful or wrongful act”. Church, this defini-
tion describes the reaction, attitude and the
behavior of the enemy perfectly. These
people were so upset with Nehemiah and
God’s covenant people that they banned
with their own enemies to come against the
people of God. Satan doing this is not
new. In the Book of Esther you will see an
example of this. Haman and his accom-
plices were not friends. But they came
together for the common cause of destroy-
ing the people of God. Another example is
about Paul in Acts 23:1-13. Read his story.

The enemy never stopped harassing
Nehemiah and his help. The enemy is
never going to stop harassing you. But
you have to remain committed to the work,
task, or assignment that God has called you
to do. No matter how great a force the
enemy may gather against you, keep your
eyes on the Lord! Be advised that when
you set out to do anything for the Lord, the
enemy is going to fight you tooth and nail.
All types of conspiracies, schemes, and
secret plots of the enemy are going to sur-
face.

But know this: God stands by his
people. He delivered them and he will
deliver you. Isn’t that just like our all
powerful God to deliver us from the hands
of the enemy!

I believe this simple message on per-
severing will continue to steer you in the
right direction in 2010. Be persistent in
the things of God. This is our set time.
This is our fullness of time. This is our
wake up call. And this is our window of
opportunity to do all we can while we can.
The word says it this way in John 9:4 I
must work the works of him that sent me,
while it is day: the night cometh, when no
man can work.”

Again, [ admonish you to walk daily
in the love of God and hold on to the
promises of God, God is faithful. What-
ever He has promised you, He is well able
to perform. And again, I say, ‘GOD PAYS
BIG’. Until the next time, continue to let
Abba Father find faithfulness and perse-
verance in you.
